The World Around Us                  


(Science, Technology, Geography and History.) 





     Our current theme for this term is ‘Home Sweet Home’





Within our World Around Us topic we have been exploring the fairytale ‘Goldilocks and the Three Bears’ with a particular focus on family and the home setting.  This has and will include looking at who lives in our homes and the special people within our family.   We will look at the jobs that need to be done within the house and how we can all work together to help keep our house tidy.  We will discuss the different rooms and what furniture we have in these rooms.  Throughout all these elements of learning we will relate back to the fairytale and will use it as a basis for discussion.      





To date, the children have been expressing great enjoyment in the Goldilocks story and the connected activities.  These activities have included role play, music, exploring speech, sequencing and mask making.  For most, this story has been familiar and the activities therefore have been tailored to build and extend on own ideas.  For others who are encountering the story for the first time, interest has been captured and the activities are deriving from and moving beyond the children’s own experiences.  





Indoor and outdoor play based learning activities will extend the topic further and the children will get the opportunities to safely explore a range of resources such as large blocks (to build houses, furniture) and trikes (to re-enact the journey of Goldilocks through the forest).  We will construct a small role play area indoors to represent a home setting (carrying out household jobs, caring for a family).





At all times there will be opportunities to explore feelings and connect these to the children’s own lives.  I feel that this topic will be vital in introducing and settling the children back to Class A and on a positive note, our September has got off to a strange but good start.





As well as exploring the story of Goldilocks we will also turn our attention to the story of ‘Little Red Riding Hood’.  This will continue to explore feelings and to extend the idea of safety beyond the home setting.  We will consider the need to say sorry and we will write/record an apology letter to Granny from the Wolf.  We will look at our own characteristics and how we differ from each other.





As a class, we will explore different types of houses and homes for both ourselves and animals.  Approaching the Autumn, this will lead nicely into our seasonal focus.
