What else is happening in the curriculum?


Literacy: 


Pupils will write simple sentences and short stories as independently as they can. 


Numeracy: Class B will focus on a range of mental strategies such as:


Quick Recall of number facts to 20 


Understanding the Number System, ordering numbers to 100


Partitioning numbers


Counting in 2s, 5s and 10s


Times tables x2, x5, x10


Children will also be working on recognising 2d and 3d shapes and their characteristics.


We will be exploring time, using o clock and half past, a quarter to and quarter past using analogue and digital.


ICT: Continue to work with moving images and develop photography skills. Extend knowledge and skills in understanding and using Data Handling programmes.


P.E

Starting the new school year and given the unprecedented times the children and ourselves have been through, I felt that a relevant topic for us as a class to learn through was ‘Healthy Mind.  Healthy Body’.  This will cover a vast range of interesting areas: 


Talking & Listening: 


Naming, describing & categorising foods & dishes/meals. 


Role play, debating and making TV Ads


Reading: 


Pupils will read stories, recipes, non-fiction, poems, plays and complete linked writing activities appropriate to ability


Writing:


Pupils will receive varying levels of support to write descriptions, recipes, menus, ads, poems and letters.


Using Maths:


Financial Capability- pupils will learn about prices, use variety of coins to pay for items, check change, use a calculator to check bills and use a spreadsheet to budget


They will carry out a survey of favourite foods e.g. breakfast cereals


Explore the different shapes in packaging


WAU: Pupils will:


sort food into different groups e.g. healthy/unhealthy or vegetable/fruit, 


find out (a) why we need good food, (b) changes in food, (c) food chains (d) fatty foods (e) how food has changed over time


investigate packaging


PD&MU: 


Pupils will talk and learn about keeping fit & healthy.


The importance and effect of exercise on the mind and body.


Exploring our feelings and emotions.  Why we/others feel this way and how we manage our feelings


 Using ICT: 


Class B will make graphs on the computer, use spreadsheets, design menus and produce presentations.


The Arts:


Pupils will make 3D food, do still life drawings/paintings of food and design & make packaging
